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ORDINANCE # 2013:21
AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND CHAPTER XVI OF THE ORDINANCES OF THE BOROUGH OF NEW MILFORD ENTITLED “GARBAGE AND REFUSE,” THEREBY AMENDING SECTION 16-3.7 ENTITLED “COLLECTION”

WHEREAS, the members of the Mayor and Council of the Borough of New Milford have been advised by the Administrator that the present ordinance does not adequately address the recycling concerns that presently affect the residents of New Milford; and

WHEREAS, The Mayor and Council of the Borough of New Milford wish to amend Chapter XVI entitled "Garbage and Refuse" to adequately address the recycling concerns that affect its residents; 

NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED, by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of New Milford that Chapter XVI, Section 16-3.7, “Collection”, be repealed and replaced by the following:

Collection from curbside of paper and leaves shall be made by contract or Borough employees for outside services as directed by the Mayor and Council with primary administrative supervision under the control of the Recycling Coordinator. Collection can also be done by delivery to the recycling center located at the yard designated by the Department of Public Works.  Collection is only permitted by residents of New Milford.
BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED that the remainder of this ordinance remains unchanged and that this amendment shall become effective upon passage and publication in accordance with law.

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED that a copy of this ordinance be forwarded to the New Milford Recycling Coordinator.
